Hello and welcome to our annual report for 2022!

I'm Tori, and we begin with..a big thank you to all our
tremendous loyal listeners. The positive praise for
writing and producing a daily podcast of kid-friendly
news is so rewarding and you'll get a sample of
some of the comments we received in the last year
on page 10.

Other highlights in this report include the numbers
showing that our exponential growth continued in
2022 with over 12 million downloads. And we average
about 520,000 listeners a day factoring in half our
audience are teachers with about 20 students per
classroom. Our global reach is expanding as the
government of Taiwan has now posted a link to
KidNuz on their Bilingual Council’s resources page.

Our listeners continue to be so generous with their
donations while the quiz and episode
sponsorships really increased in popularity. And
we took a big step by no longer requiring the
services of a fiscal sponsor and are now a fully
independent 501c3. More information on our
donations and our expenses can be found on
page 12.

After months of work this year and some
supply-chain delays we're on the brink of
launching our first licensing partnership with
Yoto.. happening in early Jan 2023. Other
potential partnerships are in the works which
could offer some promising revenue opportunities
while ensuring KidNuz remains ad-free and
available to all at no cost.

We also proudly joined NAMLE, the National
Association for Media Literacy Education and we
established a new cross-promotion exchange with
another successful kids podcast, Who Smarted?

For the first time this year, there were some
important changes to our personnel. Two of our
original board members stepped down and we're so
thankful for their efforts to get KidNuz started. And we
were thrilled to welcome two new members onto the
board of directors. We also had some very talented
advisors join our team, offering expertise in podcast
production and business development.

We are excited for another bright year of sparking
curiosity by sharing lots of kid-friendly news with an
ever-growing audience.

NASA conducting a crash test tonight that will literally e
out of this world. At 714pm eastern, one of their spacecrafts
traveling at 4 miles per second is expected to ram into an
asteroid. The Double Asteroid Redirection Test or DART is the
first of its kind and is designed to test our defenses against
incoming space rocks. The collision will be a bit of
mismatch as, according to NASA, the spacecraft is about
1300 pounds and the Asteroid, called Dimorphos weighs
about 1 billion. As one planetary scientist put it will be like
‘running a golf cart into a Great Pyramid.” But the point is
not to blow up the rock, but rather slightly alter its orbit.
which NASA says is the best way to keep a rogue asteroid
from hitting earth. Don't worry. Dimorphos is NOT a threat to
Earth and NASA says it knows of no asteroid that would be
in the next century. People with telescopes could see a
slight flash upon impact, but a better view can be found at
nasa.gov. Determining whether the DART test is successful
